- improving knowledge of the East through access to
specialized collections, lectures by orientalists, and
language courses;

8. Brief description
of project activities:

This 1s a themed area/office within the institution, with
access to an outdoor garden and views of the surrounding
area. It is divided into several distinct sections:

Silence and Reading Zone: Bookshelves with books,
comfortable chairs, and low tables. Decor: Chinese scrolls
with sayings, jade plants, and traditional paintings.

Interactive and Event Zone: Ottomans, floor mats for tea
ceremonies and workshops, and a screen/projector. There
1s also a display case with art objects: fans, Beijing Opera
masks, and a model pagoda.

Traveler's Corner: A map of China with sister cities (or
potential sister cities) marked, information for those
planning a trip, and an exhibition of photos from local
residents who have visited China.

The "Smart Panda" Children's Corner features
storybooks, coloring pages with Chinese characters, and
simple puzzles (like the Great Wall of China).

The Chinese Garden in the school is a green space filled
with Eastern aesthetics and philosophy, where visitors
immerse themselves in the harmony of nature and learn the
basics of Chinese gardening. Traditional Chinese plants
grow here, and pagodas, stone lanterns, and bridges create
a sense of tranquility and inspiration. This garden helps
develop creative thinking, environmental awareness, and
respect for Chinese culture.
